Samurais’ Gift From God
Suzuki Ichiro thanked the Almighty after

he hit a tie-breaking, two-run single in the 10th
inning that lifted Japan to an emotional 5-3
win over South Korea in the World Baseball
Classic final in Los Angeles on March 23.
“God descended on me,” said delighted

Ichiro after the nail-biting showdown at
Dodger Stadium.
The winning hit helped Ichiro return to favor

after a shaky batting record in the tournament,
which had led some media and fans to accuse
the veteran of being a liability.
“I kept dragging down the team until the

last game,” admitted the 35-year-old Seattle
Mariners’ star.
Japan lost twice to South Korea in earlier

rounds. But they beat Cuba to stay alive in
the second round and knocked out the United
States 9-4 in the semifinals.
Matsuzaka Daisuke won theMVP award for

the second straight time after going 3-0, the
same record he had in the inaugural Classic.
The Samurai won the firstWBC tournament

three years ago, beating Cuba 10-6 in the final
at San Diego.
The back-to-backWBC titles were especially

satisfying for the Japanese, given the results
of the baseball tournament at theBeijingOlym-
pics where South Korea won the gold medal.
Japan finished a disappointing fourth at Bei-
jing, despite sending many top players from
the Japanese pro leagues.
The success of the Samurai has energized

Japan as the country struggles to overcome
the global recession. The winning campaign
was estimated by one economist to have gen-
erated 50.6 billion yenworth of economic bene-
fits.
Hopefully, the gods will continue to shine

on the land of the Samurai.
